Holly Bryan, Business Manager, went over the budget amendments with 
the board members.  In fund 199, Student Attendance Credits; were over budget $3,429,419.00. The new budget amount is $11,829,419.00. We were 
also over in Appraisal Costs, $58,782.74 due to not budgeting enough in that

category. Total Function Over expenditure is $3,488,201.74. Total original budget over expended is $2,435,753.65. Holly reported that we did not have any additional revenue. She also reported that for this year Food Service was
$40,000 under budget.

Motion made by Trustee Soltero and seconded by Trustee Slaughter to approve the budget amendments as presented. 

Grace Harrison, Tax Assessor/Collector told the board members that our projected values for 2012 are $1,270,848,817.00.  The breakdown of that number is Loving County Values $648,487,740.00. Winkler County Values are 622,361, 077. 

Motion made by Trustee Antley to approve Appraisal Rolls for 2012-2013 as recommended by Mr. Benham.  Motion seconded by Trustee Halterman and passed with a unanimous vote.

The people listed above were the citizens present for the public meeting.  Mr. Benham reviewed the highlights of the budget and the tax rate as well as expected recapture amounts for the board members.  The board members have

	Our 2011-2012 values are: Winkler County, $622,361,077 and Loving County, $648,487,740 for a total combined value of $1,270,848,817.00.
Projected Levy will be $13,216,827.70.

. Holly Bryan used this time also to go over some of the bills that have been paid out of the bond money (Interest & Sinking), original amount of $ 17,066,943.75.

We have paid the following bills from that amount:

$2,012,514.00 to Knox, Gailey, Meador

$199,740.00 to Stiles & Wallace

$2,900 to Mark Walker for a total of $2,215, 154. Balance in Interested & Sinking Account is $14,851,789.75.

Mr. Benham also told the board that he usually Novates Funds to Region 18 at this meeting, but forgot to place it on the agenda, so they agreed they would

place this on the September Agenda.

Motion made by Trustee Slaughter to approve the 2012-2013 budget.  Motion seconded by Trustee Antley and passed with a unanimous vote.

Grace Harrison told the board members the 2012 tax rate will be $1.04/$100 and recommended approval of the tax rate by resolution. The Interest & Sinking amount will be $.28 for a combined total tax rate of $1.32/$100 of Valuation.
Motion made by Trustee Soltero to approve the tax rate as recommended.  Motion seconded by Trustee Slaughter and passed with a unanimous vote.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Trustees of the Wink-Loving Independent School District that an ad valorem property tax be hereby levied against the district’s 2012 appraisal roll, which tax shall be and is hereby levied at the rate of $1.04000 per $100.00 of assured valuation, with $1.04000 being allocated to the Operating Fund.
