	FINANCIAL REPORTS BILLS PAID AND BILLS

	A local tax collection report for January 2013 was presented to the board
 by Grace Harrison, Tax Collector. Total collections for January were
 $7,295,399.18. Collection percentage is 78.43%. 
Trustee Antley moved to approve the tax collection report.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Hotze and carried with a unanimous vote.



	SUPER-INTENDENT’S REPORT:

ACTION ITEMS
	Elementary Principal’s Report –Scotty Carman presented the report stating

we have 249students. Attendance Rate is 95.07%. He gave updates on AYP Report, STAAR Data, recent campus activities as well as upcoming campus activities. 
Junior High/High School Principal’s Report – Eddie Boggess said enrollment is holding steady.  Discipline problems due to not turning in work. 
Girls and boys are both in basketball playoffs and location, dates and times were reported. Other recent events included Band State Qualifiers of Jesse Eaton, Devon Jenkins, and Brewster who will compete on Memorial Day Weekend. Volleyball Academic All-State team is Kati Shackelford and Laci Creech. CX Debate of Nick Rogers and Sydney Stodghill has qualified for State and will compete the first weekend of Spring Break.
He told the board they did not make the AYP, talked about STAAR Testing and tutorials two to five days a week. 

The Raptor System uses driver’s license, background check and requires a pass to enter the campus as well as fitness center.  This system is being looked at for possible implementation.

A lockdown will be conducted on Friday, February 15. He also spoke briefly of more construction updates including HVAC Control System, automatic door locks, cameras, fire and alarm systems. Other discussion involved the display cases in high school and the shot and discus rings for track season. Two a/c units have been replaced in the auditorium.  Trustee Halterman expressed concerns with windows at the elementary in the event of a lock down.
Athletic Director Report-Andy Hrncir reiterated some of the spring sports schedules that Mr. Boggess had mentioned. Students are participating in Off-Season. Riley Richardson was named 2nd Team All State by the Padilla Poll.
Maintenance Report-Rito Soltero gave the report on recent repairs to high school bathrooms, replacement of windows in cafeteria, elementary library, and entry door window in field house. He has received the Bobcat, with bucket, pallet forks and brush. Trees pruned on campus and chain link fence removed from old practice field. Reports on Ground Water Sampling, Structural Pest, and Transportation. Received new 2013 Ford Pick-up, 2012 Chevrolet 14 passenger mini bus and two 2013 Ford Expeditions. Reviewed some of the construction highlights as well as punch list for the Concession Stand/Ticket Booths. 
CONSIDER/DISCUSS/APPROVE MR. BOB BRINKMAN’S PROPOSAL FROM THE TEXAS HISTORICAL SOCIETY REGARDING THE EXISTING WINK-LOVING HIGH SCHOOL BUILDING
Mrs. Soltero submitted an essay request for consideration for maker application of the Wink-Loving High School building.  The Texas Historical Commission responded that the Wink-Loving High School building qualifies for a historical designation, including Recorded Texas Historic Landmark and listing in the National Register of Historic Places.  The boards of trustees owns the building and are the only ones who can authorize the signing of the Property Owner Consent Form.

Mr. Brinkman told the board members that the front façade would have to be maintained in its original state; windows, brick, stone, etc. and the school would be responsible for the cost to maintain. Trustees White and Slaughter were concerned with the ownership and maintenance of the building. Mr. Brinkman told them a 60 day notice is required before any work can be done. 

He did hope that the marker could be placed before the All-Class Reunion in June.

Trustee Soltero gave some final comments regarding the historical value, culture, pride, etc. that the building brings to our young people and community. She felt it would be an honor for the marker to be placed before the Reunion in June.

Motion made by Trustee Soltero to accept/approve marker. Motion seconded by Trustee Slaughter and passed with a 5-2 vote.  Trustees voting for the marker were Soltero, Slaughter, Hotze, White, and Halterman.  Trustees voting against the marker were Brewer and Antley.

CONSIDER/DISCUSS/APPROVE MRS. BARBARA MCCALLISTER’S REQUST FOR CERTIFIED NURSING ASSISTANT (CNA) TUITION COVERAGE FOR WINK-LOVING HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS
The CNA course will be offered through Odessa College with JoAnne Berzoza as the instructor.  There are seven potential students from Wink High School, but no definite timeline for the course has been established.  Mrs. Berzoza will offer the course either in March/April or during the summer.  The course and books cost $600 per student.  The students must pass the classroom portion with a “70” to move to the clinicals.  The state exam may be retaken up to three times with a fee each time after the initial fee.  The student will be responsible for the retest fee.  There are a total of 102 hours including classroom, clinicals, CPR, and HIPAA.  The student must have a TB test and a current influenza vaccine.  
Currently college credit courses are paid for by WLISD.  

Barbara McCallister told the board members that there are currently 7 students interested in this course. The students will pay for their scrubs and immunizations.

Motion made by Trustee Antley to approve the request for Certified Nursing Assistant (CNA) Tuition Coverage for Wink-Loving High School Students as presented. Motion seconded by Trustee Soltero and passed with a 6-1 vote. Trustee Brewer abstained from voting as his daughter will be one of the students.
CONSIDER/DISCUSS/APPROVE AUDIT REPORT
Rocky Rives, Smith & Rives, PC Certified Public Accountants presented
The Wink-Loving ISD Annual Financial and Compliance Report for the year ended August 31, 2012.  The report is on internal control over financial reporting and on compliance and other matters based on an audit of financial statements performed in accordance with government auditing standards.

Motion made by Trustee Slaughter to approve the Audit Report as presented.

Motion seconded by Trustee White and passed with a unanimous vote.

CONSIDER/DISCUSS/APPROVE ALLOWING MR. ROBERT SCOGIN TO CREATE AN ACCURATE LIST OF WESTERN HEIGHTS LOTS OF WLISD OWNERSHIP THROUGH STEWART TITLE COMPANY
The WLISD purchased property in Western Heights and is seeking confirmation of ownership through an abstract company tract book.  To determine WLISD ownership, each lot has to be separately researched.  In order to create an accurate list of Western Heights lots of WLISD, ownership will have to be through Stewart Title Company information, and then eliminate the lots sold from 1962 Deed to WLISD to determine the remaining owned lots.    
Motion made by Trustee Antley to approve allowing Mr. Robert Scogin to 

create an accurate list of Westerrn Heights lots of WLISD ownership 

through Stewart Title Company. Motion seconded by Trustee Hotze 

and passed with a unanimous vote.

CONSIDER/DISCUSS/APPROVE OPTION TO DEFER THE END-OF-COURSE (EOC) FIFTEEN PERCENT PROVISION
Section 39.023 of the Texas Education Code requires a school district to adopt

 a policy that requires a student’s performance on an end-of-course. (EOC) assessment instrument to account for 15 percent of a student’s final grade for

 the course.
Currently the WLISD has not adopted a local policy regarding that requires a student’s performance on an end-of course. (EOC) assessment instrument to account for 15 percent of a student’s final grade for the course. However, we 

must still have a resolution action if we are to defer.

RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD TO SUSPEND THE 

15 PERCENT RULE

WHEREAS, section 39.023 of the Texas Education Code requires a school 

District to adopt a policy that requires a student’s performance on an end-of-course. (EOC) assessment instrument to account for 15 percent of a student’s final grade for the course.

WHEREAS, Wink-Loving ISD policy includes provisions on EOC assessments to satisfy this statutory requirement and address other provisions related to how the district will implement this statutory requirement.

WHEREAS, the Commissioner of Education has given school districts the ability to defer implementation for the 2012-2013 school year of the statutory provision that requires performance on an EOC assessment to count as 15 percent of a student’s final course grade. 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Trustees of Wink-Loving ISD shall suspend for the remainder of the 2012-2013 school year the 

requirement that a student’s performance on an EOC assessment count as 15 percent of the student’s final grade for the course.
