e. Director of Technology Report-Greg Rogers reviewed the 1:1 Technology Student Handbook for 2015-2016 covering the new MacBook laptops that will be issued to the student in Fall 2015 during the first week of school.  Parents and students must sign and return the documents prior to a laptop being issued to the student:  Technology Acceptable Use Policy, Computer Protection Agreement, Computer Loan Agreement, and Student Pledge for Laptop Use. In order to issue the laptop, Wink High School charged a nonrefundable annual usage and maintenance fee of $125.00 before the student takes possession of the laptop.  Students may and will be selected at random to provide their laptop for inspection. Rules will be enforced; if inappropriate media is used as a screensaver or wall paper and the computer has to be reimaged, a $15.00 reimaging charge will apply to correct system files.  There will be an annual laptop maintenance fee of $125.00 due prior to a student receiving a laptop. Student may work in the WLISD summer work program to pay this fee. Discussion over payment of the $125.00; hardship kids can work for WLISD; if they sign up on time, they will have a summer job (two weeks). If a student enrolls after school starts, they will check one out at the library, (after school jobs can be given to pay the $125.00.)  Trustee Halterman asked about random searches for inappropriate material; Greg Rogers told her that is in the handbook.
